Village of Cape Vincent Board of Trustees January 11, 2011
Mayor Timothy D. Maloney opened the meeting at 5:30 PM with Trustees Pam Youngs, Alan Ada, Douglas Putnam and Jerry Golden present.

Trustee Putnam made the motion to dispense with the reading of the previous meeting minutes and approve them as written with Trustee Golden seconding the motion and all voting yes with the exception of Trustee Ada who was absent for the previous meeting.

Abstract 8 was given to the Board for review as follows:

General:                       $47,609.11
Water:                            17,311.45
Sewer:                            10,951.40
After review and questions Trustee Ada made the motion to approve payment with Trustee Youngs seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Marty Mason, DPW Supt., gave the Village report as follows:

1. Water, Sewer, and Storm water work continues behind Roxy’s.  The storm drain has been cleared of debris and now will be connected to the Roxy system

2. Energy efficient light bulbs  have been installed at Law Building  thru a grant

3. Tree trimming begins next week

Mayor Maloney opened bids at 5:45 PM for the 2001 Dodge pickup truck as follows:

1.  Robert Houghtaling                    $5650.00

2. Gary Hooper                                   5180.00

3. John Hazlewood                            4444.44 

Trustee Golden made the motion to sell the truck to Robert Houghtaling in the amount of $5,650.00 with Trustee Ada seconding the motion and all voting yes.   A certified bank check will be required.

Thomas Strejlau, Officer in Charge, distributed year end status department sheets to Board members. Vehicle stops, tickets, and complaints were lower for the past year.  He has received notice a radar unit may be forthcoming in October 2011 thru the County grant.  The Officer informed the Board the police car has approximately $35, 000.00 worth of equipment on it and the security of the car and the equipment is the responsibility of the Village to replace if vandalism occurs.  He would like the car stored in a garage with a security system and heat.  Different options were discussed with the officer stressing he prefers limited access to the car by the public.  Mayor Maloney questioned the DPW Supt., if he could shift the water and DPW vehicles to accommodate the car to which he replied no.  Trustee Ada suggested the Kelesy Lane garage perhaps could be remodeled with heat and security system to accommodate storage of the car.  The DPW Supt. will work on a plan to section off one bay for the car which could be heated and secured and report to the Board at the Jan. 25th meeting.

Trustee Putnam questioned the Officer if he has a copy of Local Law 2-10 unsafe building law.  The Officer replied yes.

Kristy Kennedy and John DeFrancesco updated the Board on grants for the Village.  Ms. Kennedy detailed the Village has a 50/50 grant in the amount of $40,000.00 for the Club Street revitalization.  She would like the Board to review the Request for Proposal paperwork she had left for them.  Trustee Putnam questioned if she believed the Village do the necessary paperwork while she responded the Village owns the grant and must administer it as it was executed by the Mayor with Board permission.  She will assist with the administration work and the funds will go thru the Village accounts.  Mayor Maloney gave her permission to discuss the grant with the Village Attorney.   Mr. Defrancesco advised the board the Hotel part of the Roxy Project is ahead of schedule but the motel and apartment construction is behind on their schedules.  He also is putting together the first disbursements for the State and Village approval.  The Village will disburse the monies to the Watertown Savings Bank.  
Mayor Maloney updated the Board on the meeting he attended along with Trustee Putnam and Youngs with USDA officials concerning an improvement project at the water plant.  The project has been approved for funding but will not be funded until monies are received by the governmental agency.  The project costs will be shared with the Town of Cape Vincent and the Development Authority of the North Country.
The sewer project will go to the Environmental Facilities Corporation (EFC) for review on January 13th.  All paperwork has been finalized and given to EFC.  Funding may be expected as early as February 2011. The project may be able to go to bid before the funding arrives.  The DPW Supt. Questioned if easements for the sewer project have been completed in different sections of the Village with the question being forwarded to the engineers.

The DPW Supt. Reported the Clinic project is nearing completion and final lists of items to be completed have been given to the contractor for completion.  After this the electrical, Certificate of Occupancy review and NYS Health Department must complete their inspections.  The Supt. Stated the ceiling tile does not meet the contract specifications.   Mayor Maloney has met with the Village Attorney and the Village will pay the Town of Cape Vincent each month $750.00 for the Village’s portion of the lease.  The Town will then forward the Town’s share along with the Village’s check to the Citizens Bank.
Trustee Putnam made the motion to enter into an executive session at 6:45 PM to interview two applicants for the position of Code Officer with Trustee Ada seconding the motion and all voting yes.  
Trustee Putnam made the motion to resume regular session at 7:25 PM with Trustee Golden seconding the motion and all voting yes.  As a result of the interviews, Trustee Golden made the motion to hire Jeff Call at the rate of $25.00 per hour as code officer effective immediately with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.   
Trustee Pam Youngs will be the Village’s representative on the Community Advisory Board for the CV Elementary school study.
Trustee Golden made the motion to adjourn at 7:53 PM with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.
