Village of Cape Vincent Board of Trustees July 12, 2011
Mayor Timothy D. Maloney opened the meeting at 5:30 PM with Trustees Pam Youngs, Alan Ada, Douglas Putnam and Jerry Golden present.  

Trustee Youngs and Mayor Maloney noted that two words were misspelled in the previous meeting minutes.  Trustee Ada made the motion to dispense with the reading of the previous meeting minutes and accept them as written with the spelling correction with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Abstract two was given to the Board for review and payment as follows:

General:                $14,538.86
Water:                     29,194.69
Sewer:                       8,567.06
After review, Trustee Ada made the motion to approve payment with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Kristy Kennedy, spoke to the Board on the Club St. grant project.  A meeting will be held on July 19th to gather public input on the proposed plan.   Another meeting for public input will held in mid-August.  The committee is asking for feedback from the public on their plan and it is expected the plan will be completed sometime in September.  
Ms. Kennedy then informed the Board of a new grant from the NYS Parks and Historical Program.   The Village would be eligible to receive up to 75% in funding.  An acquisition of the Mahon property by the Village was suggested as the dock could be renovated for a public dock. The property would have to be bought by the Village by using NYS funding.  This property could never be sold and if a dock was placed no fees would be associated because of the funding method.  There is a right of way next to the Captain Jack’s restaurant. She also announced the former Gault Bait Shop was in the process of being sold. She then asked permission of the Board to apply for a grant to make a swimming and picnic area at the East End Park.  A bathroom facility would also be needed. Two local organizations could be involved but the grant must be in the name of the Village as this is Village property. At this time no costs are known with Ms. Kennedy going forward with the application for the September 1 deadline.  
Glen Kennedy addressed the Board concerning Community Development along with assistance from the Local Development Corporation. (LDC)He asked the Village Board to hire services of the Cape Vincent LDC to attract business to the community.  The Village would commit $1,000.00 per month to help offset expenses which the Cape Vincent LDC may incur while working with the Wladis Law Firm or other consultants to help in attracting business to the community.  The obligation would be for a three month period.     Trustee Youngs made the motion to grant the Mayor the authority to sign all necessary agreements with the Cape Vincent LDC to implement this partnership with Trustee Ada seconding the motion and all voting yes.  

Officer in Charge, Thomas Strejlau, informed the Board he had purchased a computer for the local office.  French Day policing went well with the usual problems but no major incidents.  He then reported on a possible fungus issue at the Law Building.

Marty Mason, DPW Supt., updated on his department activities as follows:

1.  French Festival equipment has been cleaned and stored

2. Trees are being watered along with the grass at the end of Real St.

3. Sidewalk installation has begun with some older sections being removed and then done with stone dust.   Trustee Golden questioned if the Village planned on repairing the sidewalk near the Oswald residence since they have requested this for a few years.  The Supt. Responded this was not in plans with Trustee Golden asking him to meet with the Oswalds and explain this to them.  After discussion, Mayor Maloney agreed that he and the Supt will meet with Oswalds to discuss the sidewalk.  The Village Officer noted the sidewalk in front of the Village Green is in need of repair while Trustee Putnam asked if the sidewalk in front of the American Legion would be repaired with the Supt. Replying no.
4. The incidental disturbance at the end of Real St. has been cleaned up with the Department of Labor signing off but there may be a $500.00 fine.

5. The siding at the Health Clinic needs finishing and the Village is waiting for two quotes.
Mayor Maloney reported the Village has not received a letter from USDA for the sewer project while DEC approval is expected shortly.   The water project rating has improved and it will give the Village a favorable rating for financing.

Trustee Golden made the motion to approve the contract with Municipal Solutions in connection with the Water Improvement Project which will include Bond Anticipation Notes, Reporting to funding agencies, sale of serial bonds, and fiscal coordination with Trustee Ada seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Trustee Ada made the motion for the Village to contract with  Sovie & Bowie, Certified Public Accountants for the water fund audit for the fiscal year ended May 31, 2011 for a fee not to exceed $2500.00 with Trustee Youngs seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Trustee Youngs made the motion for the Village to contract with Sovie & Bowie, Certified Public Accountants for an audit of all financial statements for the fiscal year ending May 31, 2012 for a fee not to exceed $9,500.00 with Trustee Golden seconding the motion and all voting yes.
Trustee Golden made the motion to pay Municipal Solutions  $5136.00 for the April sale of bonds with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Trustee Putnam asked if the storage of a “hot dog concession stand” would create a problem if parked in the driveway of the United Church Rectory on Esselstyne Street.  The Board does not think this would violate any Zoning Laws and agreed this could be done.
Trustee Putnam made the motion to adjourn at 7:29 PM with Trustee Golden seconding the motion and all voting yes.
