Village of Cape Vincent Board of Trustees May 25, 2010
Mayor Timothy D. Maloney opened the meeting at 5:30 PM with Trustees Pam Youngs, Alan Ada, Douglas Putnam and Joseph Gould present.  
Trustee Gould made the motion to dispense with the reading of the previous meeting minutes and accept them as written with Trustee Youngs seconding the motion and all voting yes with the exception of Trustee Ada who was absent for the previous meeting.
Abstract 13 was reviewed by the Board as follows:
General:                 $4891.77
Water:                      6902.74 
Sewer:                       2288.88
After review, Trustee Putnam made the motion to pay Abstract 13 with Trustee Youngs seconding the motion and all voting yes.
John Defrancesco requested a letter from the Village for the Roxy Project that would state the Village is able to provide the necessary water and sewer hookup to the property.  Mayor Maloney will write the letter.
Kristy Kennedy requested the Village pay in advance for four benches, 2 street signs, and trash receptacles for the downtown area.  She explained the money would be returned to the Village as soon as the benches and signs were installed.  The money will be returned thru the Main Street Grant program.  Trustee Putnam questioned if the money would be returned due to the status of the New York State budget.  Ms. Kennedy stated the grant is not impacted by the budget and the money would be returned possibly in August.   Trustee Gould made the motion to approve an $8046.00 payment to the Improvement League on the promise of reimbursement as soon as the money is received from the State of NY.  Mayor Maloney will check with legal counsel on the legality of this transaction.  Trustee Youngs seconded the motion with all voting yes.

Ms. Kennedy reported to the Board she had received tentative approval for some diagonal parking in the downtown area from the NYS Department of Transportation.   She had also met with State representatives to get input on how the corner of Market and Broadway could be improved but a design and budget must be finalized.  She then updated on the Club Street grant which would improve the street and waterfront from James St. to the end of Club Street.  The Village had agreed to put $1,000.00 toward the conceptual design plan with owners of property in the area willing to contribute cash also for the plan.  The plan is expected to cost $40,550.00 and 50% of that amount will be paid for by the State.    Village employee’s wages and consultant’s wages will be allowed to contribute for in kind services which will contribute to the 50/50 match.  Two separate meetings will be held to gather information for the process along with request for proposals for bids.
Marty Mason, DPW Supt. Gave his report as follows:
1. Flushed and inspected fire hydrants along with cleaning sewer lines
2. Broadway St. swept with the assistance of the Lyme street sweeper and bass ponds, Elm St. lot have been mowed
3. American flags have been placed on poles and quotes are being solicited for port-a-johns
Mayor Maloney asked what the plan is for the road patch on NYS 12 and Kelsey Lane. The Supt. Explained the spot will be grinded and then milled. No work done on Wiley streetlights and an additional streetlight will be placed near the former bass ponds on Murray Street.
Thomas Strejlau, Officer in Charge, commented the cleaning lady has not been working with Trustee Putnam agreeing to contact her.  He is still experiencing car problems and will take it to a Ford garage. He would like to wait before hiring for the part time position till more resumes are received.  The Clerk is waiting for a return call from the CCR assistant to finish the application.
Trustee Youngs made the motion to pay Municipal Solutions $2166.04 for preparation of the renewal of the BAN with Trustee Gould seconding the motion and all voting yes. 
The Zoning Officer is monitoring overgrown lawns in the Village.
The Mayor and Supt. will meet with the engineers on Wednesday to discuss bid specifications for the sewer plant.  He also has no further correspondence concerning funding for the project at the water plant. 
Mayor Maloney reported the Village is waiting for final figures from the Contractor for the health clinic.
Trustee Gould made the motion to adjourn at 6:46 PM with Trustee Putnam seconding the motion and all voting yes.
